WOODLAND CHAMBER OF COMMERCE AGRI-BUSINESS SCHOLARSHIP
Eligibility:



1. The recipient must be a graduating senior from a Yolo County High School   OR    a student at Yuba College - Woodland Campus.


2. The recipient must be planning to major in agriculture, agri-business, or natural resources at a community college, four year college or university with a well-recognized agricultural program  OR  be a continuing student in agriculture at Yuba College. (The college or university must be an educational institution as described in Internal Revenue Code section 170(b)(1)(A)(ii).)


3. The student must have a minimum grade point average of 2.75 on a four-point scale.


4. The recipient must enroll in at least twelve (12) academic units per semester or quarter at a college recognized for their agriculture program during the year of the scholarship award (2009-2010).


5.  The recipient will receive instructions with the process for receiving the award.  This must be completed by the recipient during the 2009-2010 academic year.  


6. The recipient's economic needs shall be considered along with academic achievement, but the scholarship awards shall not be restricted due to family income.

Award:     Two $500 scholarships will be awarded 

Method of Payment:

The agricultural college the recipient is attending will handle the scholarship award. Upon notification of enrollment, the college will be instructed to release one half of the scholarship. Upon successful completion of at least 12 units and enrollment the following semester/quarter in 12 or more units, the second half of the scholarship will be released. If the student does not enroll the second semester/quarter or completes less than 12 units the first semester/quarter, the remaining money will be returned to the scholarship program.  This must be completed in the 2009-2010 academic year.
Selection:

1. Students will apply for the scholarships on the attached application.


2. The selection committee will be made up of the Woodland Chamber of Commerce 
Agri-Business Scholarship Committee.
