	Detail/Sensory Imagery 
	Writer uses clear and well-developed imagery throughout the piece. The audience feels as if they have experienced what the writer has. Writer includes excellent detail in exploring their main topic. 
	Writer uses clear and somewhat developed imagery throughout the piece. The audience experiences some of what the writer has. Writer includes considerable detail in exploring their main topic. 
	Writer's imagery is somewhat unclear and isn't developed. The audience has a hard time understanding what the writer experienced. Details are not specific and insufficient.

	Organization/ Sequencing 
	Details are placed in a logical order and the way they are presented effectively keeps the interest of the reader.

	Writer makes no errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content. 
	Writer makes 1-2 errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content. 
	Writer makes 3-4 errors in grammar or spelling that distract the reader from the content. 
	Writer makes more than 4 errors in grammar or spelling that distracts the reader from the content. 

	Process 
	All stages of the process were thoroughly completed. 
	All stages of the process were completed. 
	One stage of the process was incomplete or some of the other stages needed additional work. 
	Two or more stages of the process was incomplete and/or the rest of the stages needed much more development. 
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
